Storytellers MatterBy Elton LevingstonDespite the awkward title and expansive topic
Jones work offers asimple and powerful topic to the theme of Black ideology. The Black narrative of the Black
experience is starkly different from the white narrative of Blacks in comic books. Using a deft historical analysis of
both the scholarship and histories on comic books and comic books themselves Jones beats into the readers mind the
necessity of Black authors and artist to control the Black narrative from their positions in Black consciousness and
Afrocentric epistemology. Through the medium of comic books Jones illustrates the diametrically opposed techniques
applied to the Black image and prerogative as they are portrayed through the eyes of white comic book authors versus
Black comic book authors. Trivial as comic books may seem, Jones effectively establishes his case of their cultural
importance, provides a historical foundation, and delvesinto four specific character studiesto prove his point. Comic
book super heroes project the imaginations of both their creators and consumersto form social definitions of Blacks
that can be either positive or negative, dominant or submissive, empowering or enslaving all based on who tells the
story. Jones contention isthat storytellers matter.

In this day and age, seeing black comic book charactersisnt at all uncommon. In fact, every year we see more and
more black superheroes and heroines on television, on the big screen and in the comic books themselves. But this
wasnt always the case. It wasnt so long ago that black superheroes were few and far between, and the ones that were
around had some questionable origins and storylines. In this book, William Jones, founder of Afrofuturism Network,
breaks down the origins of four black comic book characters Luke Cage, Papa Midnite, Storm, and Black Panther and
analyzes their representation throughout comic book history.
